Any student wanting to volunteer or receive community service hours for their Senior Project needs to
provide us with the following:

Application:
1. Completed Volunteer Application (This can be accessed on our website under the Volunteer tab
at www.mustardseedinc.org or by contacting our office at 601.992.3556.)
2. Valid email address that can used for communication in scheduling volunteer hours
3. Name and email address of a teacher that can provide us with a reference for the student

Deadlines:
Any student wishing to complete their community service hours at the Mustard Seed must have all
three parts of the application completed by:

e October 21* (to volunteer during the Fall Semester)

e January 13" (to volunteer during the Spring Semester)

Community service hours will only be completed Monday thru Friday from 9:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m. and
limited to six hours per week unless pre-approved by Mustard Seed Staff. During the Fall Semester, the
last day to complete community service hours will be Friday, December 9™ During the Spring Semester,
the last day to complete community service hours will be Friday, March 2", Any student wishing to
complete their hours with the Mustard Seed must schedule them prior to these dates.

Community Service Logs will only be signed off on the day on which the volunteer hours are completed.
Students must bring their Community Service Log with them each time they volunteer.

Students must sign in at our Gift Shop/Office each time they come onto campus. They must also sigh out
when they leave campus.
